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To Teachers and Parents: 
 
This booklet, intended for use in grades 1-3, is a teacher-directed programme concerned with 
children and their relationships to God, to man, and to the world in which they live.  At this 
level the focus is on the child’s immediate environment.  Included in their studies will be the 
activities of people around them at home, at school, in their church, and in the community.  
All studies are Christ-centred and are designed to equip the child of God for citizenship in the 
world in which they live. 
 
This study is primarily a class discussion time.  The concepts involved cannot be learned just 
by sitting down and reading a page or by looking at some pictures.  The concepts must be 
lived, and the teacher has an important role in the teaching of the skills and concepts of living. 
 
When the child has completed this module, they will be able to tell the name of their country, 
how their country began, and who some of the early leaders were.  They will know that their 
country was built on God’s laws.  Each child should be able to say the pledge and will know 
about some national holidays.  This study should instil in the children a thankfulness for the 
free nation in which God has placed them.
